PROGRIP 

APPLICATION AND FUNCTION

PROGRIP is a self-adhesive product in 
carborundum consisting of a plastic �lm 
plus abrasive granules with high resistan-
ce to wear. Carborundum Insert Strips are 
designed to be used in areas where the 
addition of traditional stair treads or 
nosings may not be functional. It is actual-
ly used to guarantee safety on steps in 
public and private environments, as requi-
red by accident-prevention laws. Available 
in several colours (black, white, transpa-
rent, grey, yellow or brown) and widths to 
meet all technical and aesthetic require-
ments. It is advisable to apply 2 strips on 
each step, rounding o� the ends.

MATERIAL

PROGRIP (CARBORUNDUM) 
PROGRIP is a silicon carbonate gritted 
insert: it is an industrial abrasive material, 
made of silicon carbide (SiC). 

 MAINTENANCE

Carborundum needs no special care or 
maintenance. It is hard to wear and 
extremely long lasting.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1: Choose the desired colour and width 
of your PROGRIP. Thoroughly clean and 
degrease the surface of application.

2: Round the ends of the strips.

3: Remove the protective paper from the 
adhesive and lay the PROGRIP using a 
roller.

4: Do not apply the strips at temperatures 
below 15°, otherwise heat the strips and 
the step.

5: When necessary clean away impurities 
with a brush and preserve the PROGRIP.

6: When laying on tiles, cut and round the 
corners of the strips on the inner part of 
the tile.

7: Carefully seal the outer edges of the 
strips to prevent water in�ltration.
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
