INSTALLATION

3.1 Adhesive:
Use Forbo L 885, Forbo Sustain 1195, Forbo Sustain 1299,
Forbo Sustain 100 or Forbo 660 adhesive.
3.2 Heat Welding:
Heat welding is not necessary for all installations,
however it is optional. For seamless, hygienic watertight
installation requirements, use Forbo Marmoweld welding
rod.
Welding rod dimensions: 4 mm; 165 linear feet per spool.
3.3 Heat Welding Is Not Required:
Forbo Marmoweld... EZ to use is a color-matched sealant
used to complete the installation of Forbo Marmoleum®
in place of heat welding. To use, sparingly apply Forbo
Marmoweld... EZ to use to all seams on the floor with a 1”
(2.54cm) putty knife or plastic applicator. Ensure there
are no sharp or damaged edges on the applicator that
might scratch or damage the Forbo Marmoleum®. Wipe
all excess Forbo Marmoweld... EZ to use off the surface of
the Forbo Marmoleum® with a clean, damp white cloth.
3.4 Flash Coving (OPTIONAL):
Flash cove up walls to the desired height. Use Forbo L
885, Forbo Sustain 1195, Forbo Sustain 1299, Forbo
Sustain 100 or Forbo 660 adhesive.
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
