Adhesive clean up: soapy water, rubbing alcohol, denatured alcohol or methyl hydrate.  

Protection :  

• 45 minutes up to 24 hours after laying tile: Completion of installation, no traffic; 

• 3 hours after adhesive application:   Grout/sealer application is allowed, if needed; 

• From 24 to 72 hours : Light traffic, heat welding; 

• After 72 hours: Moderate to heavy traffic, initial maintenance.
